MAS Completes Latest Air Ambulance Radio Installations
Medical Aviation Services Ltd – one of the UK’s leading air ambulance operators - has just completed a major round of Tetra Radio installations on the UK’s fleet of air ambulance helicopters on behalf of SunGard Public Sector Ltd. 
The contract which MAS won in June of last year is part of the Ambulance Service’s “Airwave” programme and has installed digitally encrypted tactical radios in nearly all of the UK’s air ambulances. The programme covers MD Explorers, EC 135, BK 117 and AS 365 Dauphins operated by MAS and other suppliers and provides UK helicopter emergency medical teams with a more secure and enhanced radio communications capability than previously. 
The programme of installations covering 24 helicopters has just been completed on schedule by MAS with the re-delivery of the Great North Air Ambulance’s Dauphin G-NHAB. MAS anticipates some follow-up installations with new helicopters being introduced into the UK fleet in the coming months, the next one being the new MD Explorer for Lincs & Notts Air Ambulance next month.
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MAS is sister company to Police Aviation Services Ltd and part of the Specialist Aviation Services Group. The Air Ambulance Tetra programme contract has been running in parallel with a significant volume of orders for helicopter completions and modifications undertaken by the Group. 

In addition to full medical equipment installations, the Group undertakes comprehensive police surveillance equipment installations and is working several CVR/FDR installations for both military and civil clients in Europe and the Middle East. 
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
